The animation focuses on sensual components and boasts a continuous visual flow of sensation most suitable for the big screen. Consequently the artwork works like a huge painting representing both micro and macrocosm. The project's emphasis lies in the visual realm; there is no classical narrative aspect. Visual context provides the backbone, so that the artwork works regardless of language, culture or origin - woven just like a dream within a dream. INTIÑAHUI stands as a multidisciplinary intercultural art work by Klaus Schrefler being developed consistently in a dynamic process.
