4.2 The Bidder is expected to examine all instructions, forms, terms and specifications in the Bid Documents. Functions and PR Services on day-to-day basis.

In consultation, under the supervision and approval of the Entertainment Society of Goa, following activities are required to be rendered by the PR Agencies to be empanelled:

1. To improve the image of the Entertainment Society of Goa (ESG) as the premier entertainment organization hosting the International Film Festival of India (IFFI) throughout the country.

2. To revamp the brand Entertainment Society of Goa as a world class organization.

3. To manage a full fledged media desk to plan and execute a comprehensive PR Strategy beginning with a 100 day pre-festival build-up by monitoring the Press (Print and Electronic Media) regularly including Internet. Minimum 30 publications & minimum 10 electronic media channels to be approved by Entertainment Society of Goa, including building contacts and networking with e-groups of film associations, clubs, film critics, film magazines and other film societies/media contacts throughout India and important magazines abroad through email newsletters.
4. To liaise with the ESG and Press Information Bureau (PIB), or any other agency as specified by the ESG for successful co-ordination and flow of information of IFFI 2006 to press and delegates. 

5. Maintain press desks at key venues for dispersal of press related information, film screenings, special highlights, general information on festival related matters.

6. To issue Press notes of special press  events/decisions/happenings related with ESG or IFFI and to issue rejoinders to news/articles/complaints appearing in all daily newspapers/periodicals on all India basis.

7. To have close liaison with correspondents/Reporters/Editors/Photographers/Critics/Feature writers of Print and Electronic Media.

8. To arrange exclusive interviews of CEO, Director DFF, Chief Minister, key celebrities associated with IFFI 2006 and any member on the Board of ESG with Print & Electronic Media.

9. To prepare Press Releases /News articles/Messages/write-up/articles/features in Hindi/English and regional languages for publication in Print Media and telecast /broadcast in TV channels/Radio Channels on day to day basis.

10. To arrange oral communication on TV, A.I.R., Press conferences, Public address systems etc.

11. To conceptualize, develop, execute and make all arrangement for an All India Press Conference Calendar for important announcements on IFFI 2006 at venues like Mumbai, Bangalore, Chennai, Hyderabad and Delhi.

12. To provide information about present market PR practices, special media advertising discounts with newspapers. 

13. If possible to generate advertising revenue for ESG as ads for the Festival Catalogue and Festival Magazine.
14. To provide content with reference to printed literature such as (a) Brochure/Catalogue (b) Press Folders (c) News Releases (d) Festival Newsletter (e) Festival Website and provide and execute design and layout of the above printed literature.

15. To execute distribution of News Releases across all Circles

16. To provide newspapers/internet/magazines clippings of dailies/magazines/National as well as Regional Newspapers in good manner with IFFI and ESG related reports, interviews and other related news on day-to-day basis to the ESG provided in four copies. 

17. To provide video clippings on ESG, IFFI after monitoring all channels in 2 copies to ESG.

18. To provide translated press releases from English to Konkani, Marathi and Hindi to vernacular newspapers and periodicals.

19. To provide coverage of events, festival press conferences by distributors, film bazaar, exhibitions and sponsor associated press releases and events.
20. Any other related PR exercise.
12. BID SECURITY 
12.1 Pursuant to clause 7, the bidder shall furnish, as part of his bid, a bid security for an amount of Rs 15,000 (Rupees FIFTEEN THOUSAND ONLY) in the form of DEMAND DRAFT drawn in favour of ESG. 

12.2 The bid security of the unsuccessful bidder will be discharged/returned as promptly as possible 

but not later than 30 days after the expiry of the period of the bid validity prescribed by the purchaser.

12.3 The successful bidder’s bid security will be discharged upon the bidder’s acceptance of the advance purchase order satisfactorily and furnishing the performance security.

12.4 The bid security may be forfeited:

(a) If the bidder withdraws his bid during the period of bid validity specified by the bidder in the Bid form or

 (b) In the case of successful bidder, if the bidder fails:

13. PERIOD OF VALIDITY OF BIDS

17. LATE BIDS
Any bid received by the purchaser after the deadline for submission of bids prescribed by the purchaser pursuant to clause 16, shall be rejected and returned unopened to the bidder. 
18. MODIFICATION AND WITHDRAWAL OF BIDS
18.1 The bidder may modify or withdraw his bid after submission provided that the written notice of the modification or withdrawal is received by the purchaser prior to the deadline prescribed for submission of bids.

18.2 The bidder’s modification or withdrawal notice shall be prepared, sealed, marked and dispatched as required in the case of bid submission in accordance with the provision of clause 15. A withdrawal notice may also be sent by TELEX/FAX but followed by the signed confirmation

22. CONTACTING THE PURCHASER 
22.1Subject to Clause 20 no bidder shall try to influence the Purchaser on any matter relating to its bid, from the time of the bid opening till the time the contract is awarded.

22.2Any effort by a bidder to influence the purchaser in the purchaser’s bid evaluation, bid comparison or contract award decision shall result in the rejection of the bid. 
23. AWARD OF CONTRACT 

23.1 The Purchaser shall consider placement of orders for commercial supplies only on those eligible bidders whose offers have been found technically, commercially and financially acceptable.

23.2 Award of work shall be considered on the basis of requirement as assessed by ESG at a later date. 

23.3 Awardee will have to enter into a confidentiality Agreement with ESG.
24. PURCHASER’S RIGHT TO ACCEPT ANY BID AND TO REJECT ANY OR ALL BIDS

The Purchaser reserves the right to accept or reject any bid, and to annul the bidding process and reject all bids, at any time prior to award of contract without assigning any reason 

whatsoever and without thereby incurring any liability to the affected bidder or bidders on the grounds of purchaser’s action.
25. ISSUE OF ADVANCE PURCHASE ORDER

25.1The issue of an Advance Purchase Order shall constitute the intention of the Purchaser to enter into contract with the bidder.

25.2The bidder shall within 3 days of issue of the advance purchase order, give his acceptance along with performance security in conformity with section VII provided with the bid document.
26. SIGNING OF CONTRACT

26.1The issue of Purchase order shall constitute the award of contract on the bidder.

26.2Upon the successful bidder furnishing of performance security pursuant to Section VII, the Purchaser shall discharge the bid security in pursuant clause 12.

26.3Awardee will have to enter into a confidentiality Agreement with ESG for a period of 36 months.
SECTION III
GENERAL (COMMERCIAL) CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT
1. APPLICATION
The general condition shall apply in contracts made by the purchaser for the procurement of goods/services.
2. STANDARDS N.A
3. PATENT RIGHTS
The supplier shall indemnify the ESG against all third party claims of infringement of patent, trademark or industrial design, Intellectual property rights arising from use of 

reports/other items under this contract, if any.
4. PERFORMANCE SECURITY 

4.1 Selected agency will be required to submit Performance Bank Guarantee (PBG) for (five) 5% of the deal value (Annual contract value finalized for retainership fee) within fifteen days of the issue of letter of Intent. 
4.2 An agreement will be signed with the selected agency on receipt of PBG indicated in Clause 4.1.
5.INSPECTION AND TESTS 
5.1 The Purchaser or his representative shall have right to inspect the services regarding conduct of Public Relations services for ESG. 

5.2 Should any inspection point out to the need of improvement, the alternation necessary to improve shall be incorporated free of cost to the purchaser.

5.3 Nothing in clause 5 shall in any way release the Supplier from any warranty or other obligations under this contract.

5.4 If any service or any part thereof before it is taken over is found un-satisfactory or fails to fulfill the requirements of the contract, the purchaser shall give the supplier notice setting forth details of such shortcomings or failure and the supplier shall make or alter the same to make it comply with the requirements of the contract forthwith and in any case within a period not exceeding seven days of the initial report. These replacements shall be made by the supplier free of all charges. Should it fail to do so within this time, the purchaser reserves the discretion to reject and replace at the cost of the supplier the whole or any portion of 

service as the case may be, which is un-satisfactory or fails to fulfill the requirements of the contract. The cost of any such replacement made by the purchaser shall be deducted from the amount payable to the supplier. 
6. DELIVERY AND DOCUMENTS 
6.1 Delivery of PR services along with recommendations shall be made by the supplier in accordance with the terms specified by the purchaser in its schedule of requirements and special conditions of contracts, and the goods/services shall remain at the risk of the supplier. The report duly signed shall be made over to the ultimate consignee as given in the purchase order.
6.2 The conduct of Public Relations services shall commence immediately on placement of purchase order on vendor. 
7. PAYMENT TERMS 

7.1 The payment will be made in Indian Rupees only on pre agreed terms/ schedule of payment between ESG and the selected agency.
8. PRICES 

8.1 (i)(a)Prices charged by the supplier for services rendered/ performed under the contract shall not be higher than the prices quoted by the Supplier in his Bid.

b) In the case of revision of Statutory Levies/Taxes during the finalization period of tender the Purchaser reserves the right to ask for reduction in the prices.

(ii) (a)Prices once fixed will remain valid during the schedule delivery period. Increase and decrease of Taxes and other statutory duties will not affect the price during this period.

(b)In case of delayed supplies after delivery period the advantage of reduction of tax duty would be passed on to the purchaser and no benefit of increase in price will be permitted to the supplier if there is any increase in tax/duty.
9. CHANGES IN PURCHASE ORDERS

9.1 The purchaser may, at any time, by a written order given to a supplier, make changes within the general scope of the contract related to terms & references of the Public Relations, enlarging the scope, analysis or specifications.
9.2 If any such change causes an increase or decrease in the cost of, or the time required for the execution of the contract an equitable adjustment shall be made in the contract price or delivery schedule, or both, and the contract shall accordingly be amended. Any proposal by the supplier 

for adjustment under this clause must be made within thirty days from the date of the receipt of the change in order.
10. SUBCONTRACTS 

10.1 The supplier shall notify the purchaser in writing of all collaborations made, if any, with other firms registered in India to render PR services by submitting terms and conditions and MOU made with the said firm in the original bid on or before due date of submitting the tender 

document.
11. DELAYS IN THE SUPPLIER’S PERFORMANCE

11.1 Delivery of service and performance of the services shall be made by the Supplier in accordance with the time schedule specified by the purchaser in its purchase order. In case the supply is not completed in the stipulated delivery period, as indicated in the Purchase Order, purchaser reserves the right either to short close /cancel this purchase order and/or recover liquidated damage charges. The cancellation/short closing of the order shall be at the risk and responsibility of the supplier and purchaser reserves the right to purchase balance unsupplied item at the risk and cost of the defaulting vendors.

11.2 Delay by the Supplier in the performance of its delivery obligations shall render the Supplier liable to any or all of the following sanctions, forfeiture of its performance security, imposition of liquidated damages, and/or termination of the contract for default.

11.3 If at any time during the performance of the contract, the supplier or subcontractor (s) should encounter condition impending timely delivery of the goods and performance of service, the Supplier shall promptly notify to the Purchaser in writing the fact of the delay, its likely duration and its causes (s). As soon as practicable after receipt of the supplier’s notice, the Purchaser shall evaluate the situation and may at its discretion extend the period for performance of the contract after mutual discussion with the supplier. 
12 LIQUIDATED DAMAGES
12.1 The date of supply, conduct of PR services, submission of final outcome of services rendered by supplier as a turn-key solution stipulated in the acceptance of the tender should be deemed to be the essence of the contract and must be completed not later than the dates specified therein. Extension will not be given except in exceptional circumstances. Should, however, execution is delayed and the reports made over after the expiry of the contracted delivery period, without prior concurrence of the purchaser and be accepted by the consignee, such execution will not deprive the purchaser of his right to recover liquidated damage under clause 12.2 below. 

12.2 Should the tenderer fail to deliver the services satisfactorily within the period prescribed, the 

Purchaser shall be entitled to impose a penalty as deemed fit. Quantum of liquidated damages assessed and levied by the purchaser shall be final and not challengeable by the supplier.

13. FORCE MAJEURE

13.1 If, at any time, during the continuance of this contract, the performance in whole or in part by either party of any obligation under this contract is prevented or delayed by reasons of any war, or hostility, acts of the public enemy, civil commotion, sabotage, fires, floods, explosions, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, lockouts, or act of God (hereinafter referred to as events) provided 

notice of happenings of any such eventuality is given by either party to the other within 21 days from the date of occurrence thereof, neither party shall by reason of such event be entitled to terminate this contract nor shall either party have any claim for damages against other in respect of 

such non-performance or delay in performance, and deliveries under the contract shall be resumed as soon as practicable after such an event come to an end or cease to exist, and the decision of the Purchaser as to whether the deliveries have been so resumed or not shall be final and conclusive. 

Further that if the performance in whole or part of any obligation under this contract is prevented or delayed by reasons of any such event for a period exceeding 60 days, either party may, at its option, terminate the contract.

13.2 Provided, also that if the contract is terminated under this clause, the Purchaser shall be at liberty to take over from the contractor at a price to be fixed by the purchaser, which shall be final, all unused, undamaged and acceptable materials, bought out components and stores in course of 

manufacture which may be in possession of the contractor at the time of such termination or such portion thereof as the purchaser may deem fit, except such materials, bought out components and stores as the contractor may with the concurrence of the purchaser elect to retain.
14TERMINATION FOR DEFAULT
14.1 The Purchaser may, without prejudice to any other remedy for breach of contract, by written notice of default, sent to the supplier, terminate this contract in whole or in part,

a) If the supplier fails to deliver any or all of the goods within the time period (s) specified in the contract, or any extension thereof granted by the purchaser pursuant to clause11;

b) if the supplier fails to perform any other obligation(s) under the Contract; and

c)if the supplier, in either of the above circumstances, does not remedy his failure within a period of 30 days (or such longer period as the purchaser may authorize in writing) after receipt of the default notice from the purchaser.

14.2In the event the purchaser terminates the contract in whole or in part pursuant to para 14.1 the purchaser may procure, upon such terms and in such manner as it deems appropriate, goods similar to those undelivered and the supplier shall be liable to the Purchaser for any excess cost for such similar goods. However the supplier shall continue the performance of the contract to the extent not terminated.
15. TERMINATION FOR INSOLVENCY

The Purchaser may at any time terminate the Contract by giving written notice to the Supplier, without compensation to the supplier. If the supplier becomes bankrupt or otherwise insolvent as declared by the competent court provided that such termination will not prejudice or affect any right of action or remedy which has accrued or will accrue thereafter to the purchaser.
16. ARBITRATION

16.1 In the event of any question, dispute or difference arising under this agreement or in connection there-with (except as to the matters, the decision to which is specifically provided under this agreement), the same shall be referred to the sole arbitration of the CEO-ESG, or in 

case his designation is changed or his office is abolished, then in such cases to the sole arbitration of the officer for the time being entrusted (whether in addition to his own duties or otherwise) with the functions of the CEO, ESG Board or by whatever designation such an officer may be called(hereinafter referred to as the said officer), and if the CEO, or the said officer is unable or unwilling to act as such, then to the sole arbitration of some other person appointed by the CEO or the said officer. The agreement to appoint an arbitrator will be in accordance with the Arbitration and Conciliation Act 1996.

There will be no objection to any such appointment on the ground that the arbitrator is a Government Servant or that he has to deal with the matter to which the agreement relates or that in the course of his duties as a Government Servant he has expressed his views on all or any of 

the matters in dispute. The award of the arbitrator shall be final and binding on both the parties to the agreement. In the event of such an arbitrator to whom the matter is originally referred, being transferred or vacating his office or being unable to act for any reason whatsoever, the 

CEO, ESG or the said officer shall appoint another person to act as an arbitrator in accordance with terms of the agreement and the person so appointed shall be entitled to 

proceed from the stage at which it was left out by his predecessors.
16.2The arbitrator may from time to time with the consent of both the parties enlarge the time frame for making and publishing the award. Subject to the aforesaid, Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 and the rules made there under, any modification thereof for the time being in force shall be 

deemed to apply to the arbitration proceeding under this clause.

16.3The venue of the arbitration proceeding shall be the office of the CEO, ESG, Panaji-Goa or such other places as the arbitrator may decide.
17. SET OFF

Any sum of money due and payable to the contractor (including security deposit refundable to him) under this contract may be appropriated by the purchaser or the ESG or any other person or persons contracting through the ESG of India and set off the same against any claim of the purchaser or ESG or such other person or persons for payment of a sum of money arising out of this contract or 

under any other contract made by the Contractor with the Purchaser or the ESG or such other person 

or persons contracting through the ESG.
SECTION IV
Special conditions of the Contract
1. The special conditions of the contract shall supplement the `Instructions to the Bidders’ as contained in Section II & "General Conditions of the Contract" as contained in Section III and wherever there is a conflict, the provisions herein shall prevail over those in Section II and Section III.

2. If the date fixed for opening of bids is subsequently declared as holiday by the Government of India, the revised schedule will be notified. However, in absence of such 

Notification, the bids will be opened on next working day, time and venue remaining unaltered

3. (a) The bid security as prescribed in clauses 12.1 & 12.3, Section II of the bid documents shall be submitted along with the bids in a separate cover. This cover should be 

superscribed as "BID SECURITY FOR TENDER NO. 
13-(b) In case where the documents of bid security are not submitted in the manner prescribed under clause 3(a) above, cover containing the commercial, technical and 

financial offers SHALL BE REJECTED AND RETURNED TO THE BIDDER UNOPENED.

4. Purchaser reserves the right to disqualify such bidders who have a record of not meeting contractual obligations against earlier contracts entered into with the purchaser.

5. Any clarification issued by purchaser in response to query raised by prospective bidders shall form an integral part of bid documents and it may amount to amendment of relevant 

clauses of the bid documents.
6. Purchaser reserves the right to blacklist a bidder for a suitable period in case he fails to honor his bid without sufficient grounds.

7. The purchaser reserves the rights to counter offer price(s) against the price(s) quoted by any bidder.

8. The Selected bidder shall ensure secrecy of PR project of ESG, its findings & recommendations

9. During the period of contract, the bidder shall not undertake any PR assignment of similar nature for the competitor of ESG. Any work, if undertaken shall be with the consent of ESG.

10. It shall be obligatory on the part of bidder to share the sources of secondary data, the database of primary data ESG interviews/questionnaires etc.,) and any other item, which is not proprietary of the bidder.

11. The bidder has to arrange demonstration of the services to be supplied at his own cost.

I INTRODUCTION

ESG is the nodal agency established by the Government of Goa, for organisation of the international film festival of India and other related events. ESG intends to empanel a PR Agency for Planning & Conducting PR Functions and PR Services on day-to-day basis. 
II PROPOSED SERVICE

Following activities are required by the above mentioned PR Agencies to be empanelled: -

i Functions and PR Services on day-to-day basis.

In consultation, under the supervision and approval of the Entertainment Society of Goa, following activities are required to be rendered by the PR Agencies to be empanelled:

1. To improve the image of the Entertainment Society of Goa (ESG) as the premier entertainment organization hosting the International Film Festival of India (IFFI) throughout the country.

2. To revamp the brand Entertainment Society of Goa as a world class organization.

3. To manage a full fledged media desk to plan and execute a comprehensive PR Strategy beginning with a 100 day pre-festival build-up by monitoring the Press (Print and Electronic Media) regularly including Internet. Minimum 30 publications & minimum 10 electronic media channels to be approved by Entertainment Society of Goa, including building contacts and networking with e-groups of film associations, clubs, film critics, film magazines and other film societies/media contacts throughout India and important magazines abroad through email newsletters.
4. To liaise with the ESG and Press Information Bureau (PIB), or any other agency as specified by the ESG for successful co-ordination and flow of information of IFFI 2006 to press and delegates. 

5. Maintain press desks at key venues for dispersal of press related information, film screenings, special highlights, general information on festival related matters.

6. To issue Press notes of special press vents/decisions/happenings related with ESG or IFFI and to issue rejoinders to news/articles/complaints appearing in all daily newspapers/periodicals on all India basis.

7. To have close liaison with correspondents/Reporters/Editors/Photographers/Critics/Feature writers of Print and Electronic Media.

8. To arrange exclusive interviews of CEO, Director DFF, Chief Minister, key celebrities associated with IFFI 2006 and any member on the Board of ESG with Print & Electronic Media.

9. To prepare Press Releases /News articles/Messages/write-up/articles/features in Hindi/English and regional languages for publication in Print Media and telecast /broadcast in TV channels/Radio Channels on day to day basis.

10. To arrange oral communication on TV, A.I.R., Press conferences, Public address systems etc.

11. To conceptualize, develop, execute and make all arrangement for an All India Press Conference Calendar for important announcements on IFFI 2006 at venues like Mumbai, Bangalore, Chennai, Hyderabad and Delhi.

12. To provide information about present market PR practices, special media advertising discounts with newspapers. 

13. If possible to generate advertising revenue for ESG as ads for the Festival Catalogue and Festival Magazine.
14. To provide content with reference to printed literature such as (a) Brochure/Catalogue (b) Press Folders (c) News Releases (d) Festival Newsletter (e) Festival Website and provide and execute design and layout of the above printed literature.

15. To execute distribution of News Releases across all Circles

16. To provide newspapers/internet/magazines clippings of dailies/magazines/National as well as Regional Newspapers in good manner with IFFI and ESG related reports, interviews and other related news on day-to-day basis to the ESG provided in four copies. 

17. To provide video clippings on ESG, IFFI after monitoring all channels in 2 copies to ESG.

18. To provide translated press releases from English to Konkani, Marathi and Hindi to vernacular newspapers and periodicals.

19. To provide coverage of events, festival press conferences by distributors, film bazaar, exhibitions and sponsor associated press releases and events.
20. Any other related PR exercise.
